Other translations use the word 
remain in place of abide. Webster’s 
de� nition of abide is: “to bear 
patiently, to endure without yielding, 
to wait, to accept without objection,
 to remain stable and in a � xed state 
of persistence.” � e opposite of 
abiding would be to quit—to leave 
and walk away. 

So abiding is about remaining 
in relationship. Not giving up. Not 
quitting, but rather waiting and 
remaining stable.

Fruit doesn’t grow overnight. It takes 
time, patience and waiting. Jesus said, 
“Abide in Me and you will bear much 
fruit.”

So, while 
an estimated 75 million Americans are genetically 
predisposed to Alzheimer’s, they no longer have to fear 
being tested because now there’s something they can do 
to stop the progression of the disease.

We’ve been told over the years there’s little hope 
for the victims of this disease. “� at is old thinking,” 
says Dr. Bredesen. “We’ve got to all come into the 21st 
century together. Working together, we can make 
Alzheimer’s a rare disease just as it should be.”
