New Year, Better Prain

Strengthen your brain for healthier living!

on't you love the beginning of a brand-new year? It’s the
D chance to start all over again by making better choices—
especially for your brain.

In the bestseller Change Your Brain Every Day, psychiatrist Daniel
Amen, one of the leading experts on brain health, challenges his
readers to take practical steps to achieve optimal results. He says that
if you want a healthy brain, you have to work daily to achieve that
goal. And he emphasizes that eating the right food will “dramatically
increase the sharpness of your brain and the happiness in your mind”

Although some diets tell people to avoid fat, Dr. Amen stresses the
brain’s need for healthy fats—which include nuts, seeds, avocados,
coconut oil, olive oil, and wild salmon. His tip is to “only love food
that loves you back”

He also states the importance of saying no to what affects the brain
negatively, especially sugar. “Sugar is the enemy of brain health.”

And to encourage people who have experienced traumatic brain
injuries, Dr. Amen says, “You are not stuck with the brain you have.
You can make it better” Some of his well-known sports patients
with head injuries—such as football greats Dick Butkus and Terry
Bradshaw—have been helped through Dr. Amen’s
program that even includes hyperbaric oxygen
therapy. “Eighty percent of my players got better CHANGE
when we put them on a rehabilitation program.
And that’s the big highlight of my work”

CELEBRATING 50 YEARS

As we begin this new year, it is a time to celebrate and
thank God for His faithfulness! January 8, 2024, marks
the 50th anniversary of The Christian Broadcasting
Associates Inc. in Canada, and we are deeply grateful
for the support of so many people who have made this
ministry possible.

On this significant occasion, it is incredible to think
about all that has happened in the past half-century:

o On January 8, 1974, The Christian Broadcasting
Associates, Inc., was officially incorporated in Canada.

« In January 1978, the first Canadian Prayer
Centre opened.

¢ 1979—Russ Johnson became the first president
of CBA.

o Throughout the 1980s, 14 Operation Blessing
storefronts opened across Canada.

« 1989—Alex Parachin joined CBA as its new president.

« During the 1990s, Canadian Edition, a weekly
Canadian show featuring David Gyertson and Alex
Parachin as hosts, was introduced.

« In 2009, George Woodward took over as president.

« On October 3, 2011, The 700 Club Canada, a daily
show hosted by Brian Warren and Laura-Lynn Tyler
Thompson, began airing nationwide across Canada.

« The ministry continued to grow during this decade,
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expanding on national TV, social media, and partnering
with local churches to co-host Superbook events.

« In 2018, Lorie Hartshorn joined as a co-host, followed
by Bill Markham in January 2021.

o In April 2021, Andrew Burditt became the fourth
president of CBA and led the organization through a
significant strategic planning process.

While we rejoice in what has already been achieved,
God asks us to look ahead—and He equips us to move
forward as we continue to share the life-changing story
of the Gospel.

Philippians 1:3-6 reminds us of this important truth:
I thank my God every time I remember you. In all my
